PRODUCT: Ashtech UDM Utility

INTODUCTION:  The new Ashtech UDM Utility from Thales Navigation allows the user to create custom messages utilizing an available set of variables from the Ashtech DG16 receiver. This gives the user the flexibility to have fewer output messages and reduce throughput by optimizing data output. The UDM Utility needs to be installed on a PC and is designed for 32-bit operating systems: Windows 95, 98, 2000, or NT4.0, with a 486/66 computer or better.  

Using the UDM Utility the user can perform the following different tasks.

1. Create a new project.

2. Open an existing project.

3. Create a custom message in a project.

4. Edit an existing message in a project.

5. Upload message(s) to the DG16 receiver.

6. Download message(s) from the DG16 receiver for editing.

The UDM allows the creation of custom messages in ASCII or binary format with up to 60 fields maximum length. The User Defined Messages (UDMs) can be uploaded to the receiver through a serial interface. Once uploaded, these custom messages can be output with a set or query command. The User Defined Messages can also be downloaded from the DG16 receiver for editing. Refer to the DG16 Manual for more details.
