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Introduction
The new MobileMapper Field (v1.0) and MobileMapper Office (v1.0) software for MobileMapper 6 product is released. This new software is replacing the previous Mobile Mapping (v2.10) and MobileMapper 6 Office (v2.0) software for MobileMapper 6 device.

Upgrade procedure

From the MobileMapper software CD:

· Insert the CD into a PC and follow the instructions to install both applications on your PC. 

· If the installation window does not appear automatically, go to the CD driver and run Setup.exe file manually.

· Note: you may need to install ActiveSync (for Windows XP) or Media Device Center (for Windows Vista) on your PC first.

· If the MobileMapper 6 device is connected via USB cable, then the new MobileMapper Field software will be installed on the device as well.  If not, then it will be done at the next connection.

· Note: We recommend that you remove the previous software (Mobile Mapping and MobileMapper 6 Office) from your MobileMapper 6 units and PC prior to this installation.

From the Magellan FTP:

· Download the MobileMapper software CD content from the FTP site to your PC (note: this should not be a shared or remote drive, but the local PC hard drive).
· Run the Setup.exe file and follow instructions to install both applications on your PC.
· Note: you may need to install ActiveSync (for Windows XP) or Media Device Center (for Windows Vista) on your PC first.

· If the MobileMapper 6 device is connected via USB cable, then the new MobileMapper Field software will be installed on the device as well.  If not, then it will be done at the next connection.

· Note: We recommend that you remove previous software (Mobile Mapping and MobileMapper 6 Office) from your MobileMapper 6 units and PC prior to this installation.

Activating the MobileMapper Field software
· Once MobileMapper Field software is installed on your MobileMapper 6 device, tap the MobileMapper Field icon on the Today screen to launch the application.

· If previously you had the Mobile Mapping (v1.0 or v2.0) installed, the device will keep the activation code and you will not be requested to enter it now. If this was not the case, you will have to enter the activation code delivered to you with the Mobile Mapping application (note: this code is unique and matching the serial number of your device).

Activating the post-processing option

· If previously you had activated post-processing option within Mobile Mapping application, the device will keep the activation code for post-processing and you will not be requested to enter it now. If this was not the case, you will have to enter the activation code delivered to you for the post-processing option (note: this code is unique and matching the serial number of your device).
