Resolved Problems/Improvements

Known Issues & Limitations
1. If there are too many items on the Today screen e.g. E-mail, Calendar…,and the MobileMapper Today tool bar is at the end of them, then some information can be not seen entirely. Possible solutions:
a) Remove one or more items from the Windows Mobile Today screen (settings>personal>today>items) to provide more space for MobileMapper Today
b) Add a shortcut to MobileMapper Today to force the menu to enlarge
c) Change MobileMapper Today to use small icons
2. “Set NMEA mode” function is working only from Binary 57600 condition. Any other speed or protocol can NOT be returned to NMEA 9600 by this function. 
Recommendations

The use of Mobile Mapping application and e-compass from Start\Settings\System\E-Compass location at the same time is not recommended as sometimes it may freeze the unit.
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
